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Letter from the President  
Welcome to the first edition of the PATA Annual Report.   

This was a banner year for PATA Manzanillo.  We received 

significant support from some new individuals and 

organizations and began a relationship with the state health 

department.  This enabled us t o end the year with a small cash reserve and an 

inventory of clinic material for the first time ever.   

Though the number of animals was slightly less than last year, there were still 80 2 

animals sterilized  at no cost to the owners  in PATA clinics  in 2010  and 2 ,715 since 

our first clinic in 2006 .  Assuming one  litter per year of six  animals for female dogs 

and two litters per year of six  animals for female cats, the impact of 802 

sterilizations potentially prevented the birth of an additional 2 ,484 cats and  2,222 

dogs in one year.   

Despite having a breakout year, c hallenges still exist.  We still 

struggle sometimes for volunteers.   The need for low -cost 

sterilization surgeries still exceeds the capability .  T here are still 

thousands of animals living on the street  that would benefit 

from a sh elter .  But, until the animal population stabilizes a 

shelter is impossibile . 

Having said that, there is much for us to be grateful for:  

¶ We have a core of wonderful, dedicated volunteers  
¶ Our clinics enhance the healt h of the community  

¶ We work with a group of loving, talented Veterinarians  
¶ Each year we continue to grow  

To everyone that has supported us, I would like to thank you from the bottom of 
my heart and hope that we can count on your support as we continue to ex pand 

our program.  

History of PATA  
PATA Manzanillo began in 2005 with a dream to help reduce the overpopulation and 

suffering of  street animals in Manzanillo.  We held our first clinic in March 2006 and 

sterilized 127  animals.  From there we have grown to t wo annu al multi -day clinics 

and about 15  one -day mini clinics per year.  

Activities  



There is a need for a large -scale shelter in 

Manzanillo and PATA Manzanillo would like to 

develop one.  However we do not feel that it 

is feasible until there is some contr ol over 

the animal population, particularly the street 

animals.  For this reason PATA Manzanillo 

currently focuses on operating sterilization 

clinics.  In 2010 we held 2 multi -day clinics 

and 14 one day ñmini-clinicsò for a total of 

23 clinic days where 80 2 animals  were 

sterilized at no -cost to the owners .  The graphic on the right shows all of the 

locations where PATA Manzanillo has held clinics.  

 

March 2010 Clinic  
Our first multi -day clinic was held from 11 to 15 March in Casa 

Ejidal Salagua , where we have held our previous four  Spring 

MASH clinics.  286 animals  were sterilized over the five  days  and 

were fortunate enough to have a true multi -national medical staff.  

From Texas there was a  contingent of two vet erinarian s, two 

technicians and a volunteer.  In addition to the Texas group, we 

had veterinarians participating from Maryland, Mexico City, 

Colima and Manzanillo.  One of the bonus volunteers was a 

technician who travelled from England to help with the clinic.  She 

is special to us as t his is the fourth time she has travelled to Manzanillo to assist us 

with our clinic.  We were also lucky enough to have a highly respected dog trainer 

from Colima assist us and he gave a couple of lectures on dog care and training.    

In addition to our nor mal crop of dedicated volunteers and students, on one of the 

days a group of children from a local orphanage, Casa Hogar Liborio Espinoza, 

came to learn and volunteer.  

       

 

Rural Area Veterinary Services (RAVS)/ Humane Society Veterinary  Medical 

Association (HSVMA) Field Services Visit  



In May, Dr. Susan Monger , International  Director of the 

RAVS/ HSVMA Field Services International Program, brought a 

team of 3 vet erinarian s and 3 technicians to teach  with the 

University of Colima College of Veterinary Medicine  for a week.  

PATA provided logistics support  for their visit , helping to 

coordinate  import  permits  with the Mexican authorities for 

medications , transporting the team and equipment to and from 

the airport, daily transportation betwee n the school and hotel, 

etc.   In addition to this support, local veterinarians that volunteer 

in PATA clinics were invited to attend the training sessions at the University.  

       

 

November 2010 Clinic  
2010 marked the second year that PATA Manzanillo  held a multi -

day clinic in November.  The clinic, held in Centro Manzanillo, 

marked the first time a multi -day clinic has focused on this 

portion of the community.  Over the four day clinic, 214 animals 

were sterilized .  We privileged  to receive a visit of 3 individuals 

from Canada  that brought material and cash from a fundraiser 

held prior to their trip to Manzanillo.  In addition, we 

strengthened our r elationship with the Health Department of the 

State of Colima  who donated material and rabies vaccine in support of our clinic.  

                 

 

Mini -Clinics 
In 2008 PATA Manzanillo began holding one -day clinics , called 

ñmini-clinicsò, which have become our signature activity .  We call 

them mini -clinics.  Clinics are set up in nei ghborhoods that invite 

PATA Manzanillo do to an over population problem or because 

many residents lack transport for their  pets.   Setup, surgery and 



teardown of the clinic are completed in one day and the clinic normally operates 

with two or three veterin ar ians and a dozen volunteers.  In 2010 we held fourteen  

mini -clinics in eleven  different locations around Manzanillo  and 239 animals were 

sterilized . 

         

 

Rabies Campaign 
As part of our developing relationship with the Health Department of 

th e State of Colima, we held two  days of rabies vaccination clinics in 

an underserved community outside Manzanillo where T he Health 

Department provided the material and PATA Manzanillo provided the 

manpower.  125 dogs and 14 cats received rabies vaccinations in  the 

two  days.  

         

 

Transmissible Venereal Tumor (TVT) Campaign 
TVT is a contagious, transmissible cancer that affects dogs, 

causing ulcerations on the genitals.  It is treated through a series 

of chemotherapy treatments, usually 4 ï 6 sessions.   During 2010, 

PATA Manzanillo provided chemotherapy treatme nts for seven TVT 

infected dogs, one of which is Kanika shown on the right.
